Redeeming How We Talk
“The Redemption”

Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who love it

How to redeem “THE POWER” behind my words...

A good person produces good things from the treasury of a good
(whole, healthy, healed) heart, and an evil person produces evil things
from the treasury of an evil (broken, sick, diseased) heart. What you say
flows from what is in your heart. “So why do you keep calling me ‘Lord,
Lord!” when you don’t do what | say?” Luke 6:45-46 (NLT)

1. It starts with a heart transplant. (change what | believe)

Going deeper on your own: We learned in this study that to truly
change our words it must start with allowing Jesus Christ to be the
Lord of our heart. Have you ever trusted Jesus Christ with your heart?
If not, do it today. We also learned that it will require strengthening
our new heart by learning and memorizing His Truth. This week write
out on note cards Psalm 139:13-14, Jeremiah 29:11, Ephesians 2:10,
and Ephesians 4:29. Strategically place the cards where you can readily
see them every day. Now read Luke 6:27-31 and write out a list of eve-
rything our Lord has asked us to do. Each day of the week pick one of
the items on the list and go do it and see how God changes your heart
as you live for Him.
