How To Become UNSHAKABLE

1. | must grow in my knowledge of God’s eternal truth and let it be
the foundation of my life.

2. | must intentionally choose to surrender fully to and obey His truth
no matter what the world may say or what life circumstances | may
face.

Or will it be the gods of the
Amorites in whose land you now live? But as for me and my family, we
will serve the LORD.” Joshua 24:15 (NLT)

3. | must become Unshakable in my commitment to the mission that
God has laid before me, to choose willfully to be His Unshakable Hope
in the world willfully.
